PREFACE

Naturopathic medical system is rooted in the healing wisdom of many cultures and times. The
principles and practices of Naturopathy are integrated in the lifestyle of Indians which continues to
grow and evolve, incorporating elements that advances the knowledge of the mechanisms of natural
healing and therapeutics. Naturopathy is a cost effective drugless non-invasive healing system which
has no side-effects, imparting treatments with natural elements based on the theory of vitality,
toxemia, self-healing capacity of the body and the principles of healthy living. Naturopathy has been
evolved as an independent health care system accepted worldwide.

The National Institute of Naturopathy (NIN) is located at a historical place called “Bapu Bhavan” situated
at Matoshree Ramabai Ambedkar Road (Tadiwala Road), Pune — 411001. It was run as “Nature Cure
Clinic and Sanatorium” by late Dr. Dinshaw K. Mehta. During this time Mahatma Gandhi stayed here
for 156 days on different occasions. “All India Nature Cure Foundation Trust” was established in this
Centre and Mahatma Gandhi became its lifetime Chairman and conducted many National and
International activities while staying here. NIN is registered under the Societies Registration Act., 1860
at New Delhi on 27" September, 1984 and came into existence on 22-12-1986 with the aims and
objectives to propagate and promote Naturopathy and Yoga, to provide treatment facilities for all kinds
of diseases through Naturopathy and Yoga, to conduct research and training and to establish a living
Memorial of Mahatma Gandhi.

During the year 2015-16, the Institute has extended its multifaceted indoor activities like Naturopathy
OPD clinic, where about three hundred patients are treated daily; eight regular yoga classes; therapeutic
yoga section, health shop where organic health products free from chemicals are made available,
treatment equipments and books on Naturopathy and Yoga in Marathi, Hindi and English are
sold;Library with home lending as well as reading room facility for the public, Naturopathy Diet Centre
where healthy food is served to the general public. Outdoor activities like OPD clinic and Naturopathy
treatment facilities at Wadgaon Sheri, Pune are available. Organising Food Exhibitions, Naturopathy and
Yoga Workshops and Seminars for women’s group and other general public in privateand Govt.
organizations, schools, colleges, etc. NIN has prepared a VCD on activities of the Institute; a new well
equipped with fully automated analyzers pathology lab is established in the premises of this Institute.
Well-equipped Medi-Gym is available for the patients and general public on the basis of membership
and Free Hydro-Reflexology track for rejuvenation is also available.

NIN is running a sanatorium exclusively for HIV+ve individuals at Panchagani, Dist. Satara, Maharashtra,
with intake facility. Patients undergoing Naturopathy and Yogatreatment are able to improve their
quality of life to a great extent.

NIN publishes a bilingual monthly magazine ‘NisargopacharVarta’ in Hindi and English with articles on
different diseases, Naturopathy treatment modalities, healthy diet and food recipes, etc. which is highly
appreciated by the readers. One full day workshop quarterly with demonstration of procedures on
different diseases for general public in different Regional languages i.e., Telugu, Marathi, Punjabi,
Malayalam, Tamil, Kannada, Gujarati, Odiya, Bengali, Sindhi, etc. NIN conducts One Year Treatment
Assistant Training Course (TATC)/Two Years Nursing Diploma in Naturopathy and Yoga Therapy Course
(NDNYT) with intake capacity of 80 students with a monthly stipend of Rs.5000/- per head. NIN is
providing Internship Training to BNYS graduates from different Naturopathy Colleges in India. NIN
organizes Continuous Medical Education (C.M.E.) programmes and Research Methodology (R.M.)
workshops for Naturopathy graduates and Orientation Training Programmes(OTP) for doctors of other
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systems of medicine. Five such programmes of C.M.E./OTP/RM and three Women Empowerment
Programme were conducted duringthe year 2015-16.

NIN participates in Arogya Exhibition organized by Ministry of AYUSH from time to time. NIN participated
in other exhibitions which includethe Live Wellness Expo — 2015 at Hyderabad, “Pune Book Fair” Pune,
National Arogya Fair Pune, “The Times Health Expo-2015” — Pune, and Onam Celebrations of Poona
Keraliya Samajam during the reported year.

NIN, Pune celebrated the International Day of Yoga on 21%tJune, 2015 and organized various programmes
intending to spread the importance of Yoga which includes Mini- Marathon, Mass Yoga Session, Krida
yoga and Yog Pariwar Mahostav. A yearlong breath awareness campaign and Therapeutic Yoga section
were launched on that day.

NIN organized two days “National Natural Food Festival (NNFF) — 2016 (Satvika Ahaar Mahotsav) and
Yoga Naturopathy Seminar” at Goa in January, 2016 as a part of its outreach activities. Hon’ble Minister
of AYUSH Shri Shripad Naik, inaugurated the National Natural Food Festival and he was the Chief Guest
of this event in the presence of Shri Francis D’souza, Hon’ble Deputy Chief Minister of Goa, Hon’ble Shri
Rohan Khaunte, MLA Porvorim, Goa, Former Directors of National Institute of Naturopathy, Pune; Prof.
Dr. B.T.C. Murthy and Dr. Babu Joseph, Shri Manohar Adpaikar, President, Aadhar Saunstha, Ponda, Goa,
Shri AnanthBiradar, INO, and many other dignitaries graced the function. The objective of this Natural
Food Festival was to promote and propagate the benefits of natural food, natural methods of cooking
and its effects on health. Naturopathy Medical Colleges from different parts of the country participated
in this event to educate people on all matter related to ‘Food and Health’. Various Natural Health food
recipes and preparation of juices, soups, etc. were exhibited. Shri Laxmikant Parsekar, Hon’ble Chief
Minister, Govt. of Goa was the Chief Guest of the valedictory function and gave away prize to students
participated in drawing and painting competition and Naturopathy colleges participated in stall
exhibition.

NIN has brought out 2"¥Edition of the book on Naturopathic diet and recipes which was highly preferred
by the public. NIN organizes “Cookery Classes” every year at the institute. Preparation of variety of
juices, salads, non-spicy oil free subjies and main course food items are taught in these classes with
demonstration and with full participation of the participants.

The Institute observed Hindi Pakhwada in the month of September, 2015. Various competitions like
Antakshari, Speech, Elocution, Essay Writing and Hindi Shruti Lekhan among the Staff, Doctors and
Students were organized and Hindi Workshop on Noting and Drafting was conducted by the office of the
Hindi Teaching Scheme for the Staff, Doctors and Trainees to encourage maximum usage of Hindi in
office work and general communication besides observing Gandhi Jayanti-Naturopathy Day, Vigilance
Awareness Week, Swachha Bharat Abhiyan, Ekta Diwas, Sadbhavana Diwas, Ayushman Bharat Camp,
etc.

The Institutional activities, Clinical activities, Various programmes and increasing multifaceted
activities of the Institute are being managed with the help of 62 other contractual staff working
through outsourcing agency which includes Jr. Naturopaths, Consultants, DEOs, Clinical
Attendants and Security in addition to the above 22 sanctioned staff strength.

20) SWACHHA BHARAT ABHIYAN:

NIN organized intensive campaign called Swachha Bharat Abhiyan with the
participation of Officers, Staff, Doctors, Students, Trainees of the Institute to bring mass
awareness. The main purpose of this Abhiyan was to make the people aware of need of
personal and public cleanliness and sanitation which is of paramount importance to prevent
the emerging epidemics and to materialize the dream of Mahatma Gandhi also to fulfill the
call of Hon'ble Prime Minister.

In continuation to the regular cleaning Abhiyan, a special drive on “Swachha Bharat
Abhiyan” was organized at this Institute as under

1. Swachha Bharat Abhiyan — Cleanliness Drive from 22" to 26" June, 2015 initiated by
National Institute of Naturopathy (NIN), Pune.

a) All Rooms/Corridors toilets and indoor as well as surroundings the campus of NIN
were got cleaned thoroughly.

b) The Institute's office including common area, entire premises, toilets, stairs, lifts etc.
were thoroughly cleaned.

c) Garbage disposal is done on regular basis and during the Cleanliness drive special
efforts made to clean the entire campus and made it garbage free.

d) Weeding out of records — The records which have no precedent value and not
required for future reference purposes have been Weeded Out by following laid down
procedure.
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2. Swachha Bharat Abhiyan — Cleanliness Drive from 315t December, 2015 to 05" January, 2016
initiated by National Institute of Naturopathy (NIN), Pune:

a) Garden and outside campus: The Garbage of the Garden and outside area of the campus
were kept neat and clean by Staff, Doctors, Students of NIN.

b) Upkeep and cleaning of the office premises including the common areas like toilets, common
corridors and stairs, lifts etc.

c) Upkeep and cleaning of the area around the office premises or the office complex including
the parking areas, pathway etc.

3. Mission "Swachha Bharat Abhiyan"- Action Plan for SwacchtaPakhwada from 16" May to 315
May, 2016 initiated by National Institute of Naturopathy(NIN), Pune.

a) Weeding out and Retention of records: The records which have no precedent value and not
required for future reference purposes had Weeded Out by following laid down procedure.
The records which have precedent value and which will be used for future reference are
retained by the concerned dept.
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b) Garden and outside campus: The Garbage in the garden area and adjacent areas of the
campus were kept neat and clean by the housekeeping staff of NIN.

c) Removal of Scrap: All old Metal, Aluminum, Fibreand Wooden scrap were weeded out through
proper procedure.

21) Statement of Annual Accounts for the year 2015-2016 duly audited by the Principal
Director of Audit (C) Mumbai alongwith Audit Certificate are as under:
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Separate Audit Report of the Comptroller and Auditor General of India on the
Accounts of the National Institute of Naturopathy, Pune for the year ended 315t March

2016.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of the National Institute of Naturopathy,
Pune (hereafter ‘the Institute’) as at 31 March 2016 and the Income and Expenditure
Account/Receipt and Payment Account for the year ended on that date under Section 20
(1) of the Comptroller and Auditor General's (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act,
1971. The audit has been entrusted for the period up to 2016-17. These financial statements
are the responsibility of the Institute’s management. Our responsibility is to express an

opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller and Auditor
General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification,
conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms,
etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law,
Rules and Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects,

etc., if any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG's Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted
in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable
assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An
audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure
in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used
and significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall
presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis

for our opinion.
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4, Based on our audit, we report that:

i.  We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our
knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit.

ii. The Balance Sheet and the Income and Expenditure Account/ Receipt and Payment
Account dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the format approved by the
Government of India (Ministry of Finance).

In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been maintained
by the Institute as required under its bye law No.24 insofar as it appears from our

examination of such books.

We further report that

A. Balance Sheet

A.1 Liabilities

A.1.1 Establishment Expenses (Rs. 277.55 lakh) (Schedule - 20)

As per Accounting Standard 15, provisions towards the Retirement Benefits viz. Gratuity,

Leave Encashment and other benefits should be made during the financial year.

Establishment Expenses included leave encashment of Rs. 9.11 lakh paid to an employee
who retired during the year 2014-15. Booking of expenditure relating to previous year
expenditure as current year’s in the absence of provisions being made in the earlier year,
resulted in overstatement of expenditure of Rs. 9.11 lakh with corresponding

understatement of surplus and Corpus Fund.
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A.2 Assets

A.2.1  Current Assets, Loans and Advances (Schedule — 11) (CPF Rs. 14.03 lakh)
Contributory Provident Fund balance Rs.14.03 lakh does not include advance granted of
Rs.0.50 lakh and interest received of Rs.0.14 lakh during the year. This has resulted in
overstatement of Current Assets, Loans and Advances on account of CPF Account by

Rs.0. 36 lakh.

B. General

1. Contributory Provident Fund Account belongs to the subscribers of the Fund and
therefore separate financial statements viz., Balance Sheet, Income and
Expenditure Account/Receipt and Payments Accounts are required to be maintained
in respect of the Fund.

2. The balance in CPF Account as per the Bank statement stood at Rs. 14.03 lakh
whereas the balance as per Cash Book was Rs.13.67 lakh. The Institute has not
carried out reconciliation of the balances.

3. The procedure being followed by the |Institute in effecting the
subscriptions/contributions/refunds and withdrawals of advances in respect of CPF
was not in order. The subscriptions/contributions/refunds for a month are to be
accounted in the subsequent month and withdrawal if any is to be accounted in the
same month. The subscriptions were accounted in the same month by the Institute
which has resulted in excess allowance of interest to the subscribers.

4. As per New Pension Scheme guidelines, the uploading of the details of NPS
subscribers in the NPSCAN should be done by the 25" of the month and an
alphabetic index register is required to be maintained. NPS accounts were not

opened and subscriptions towards NPS are being deposited in the NIN (FFD)
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account. As a result NIN account is overstated to the extent of NPS
contributions/subscriptions.

5. The figures appearing in the Annual Accounts have not been rounded off to the
nearest Rupee as prescribed in the instructions under Common Format of Accounts.

6. The Institute had made advance of Rs. 766.36 lakh to Government of Maharashtra
for purchase of land at Kondhwe, Pune for construction of Naturopathy Hospital,
College and Research Centre during the year. The fact has however, not been
disclosed in the Notes to Accounts.

7. The Institute does not pay Income Tax on the surplus income of the organization on
the ground that it has applied for exemption from the Income Tax Authorities. As the
income of the Institute is exempt from levy of Income Tax, Section 4 of the Income
Tax Act is not applicable and therefore TDS provisions too would not be applicable
to the Institution. As per Section 196 (i) of the Income Tax Act, no deduction of tax
(TDS) shall be made by any person from any sums payable to Government where
such sum is payable to it by way of interest.

8. Schedule 21 of Income and Expenditure Account of the Institute reflects expenditure
on account of TDS amounting to Rs. 1.34 lakh which is grouped under ‘Other
Administrative Expenses’ during the current accounting year which is irregular. The
Institute has also not disclosed the fact that it has applied for exemption from Income
Tax in their Notes to Accounts.

9. The Governing Body of National Institute of Naturopathy, Punehas not been
convened since 2004-05 and as such the accounts of the Institute have been
submitted to audit after approval by the President, Governing Body, NIN invoking his

emergency powers under Rule 28 of the Memorandum of Association of NIN.

10.The Significant Accounting Policies adopted by the Institute has not been framed
well and does not adequately cover the requirements of disclosure as per
Accounting Standards issued by Institute of Chartered Accountant of India.

11.The Institute has not followed the Investment pattern prescribed by the Government
of India for Investment of Contributory Provident Fund balance.

12.The Institute has charged depreciation on Fixed Assets of the Institute (including
Naturopathy Diet Centre, Health Shop and HIV Sanatorium) without obtaining
approval of the rates by the Governing Body.

D Grants-in-aid

The Institute received Capital grants Rs.1049.54 lakhs (including opening balance of grant
of Rs.273.54 lakhs as unspent balance of the year 2014-2015) and utilized Rs. 774.16
lakhs during the year leaving an unspent balance of Rs.274.84 lakhs as on 31.03.2016.
Revenue grants received was Rs.490.00 lakhs (opening balance - NIL) out of which the
Institute utilized Rs.450.27 lakhs leaving unspent balance of Rs.39.73 lakhs as on
31.03.2016.

E. Management letter

Deficiencies which have not been included in the audit report have been brought to the
notice of the Institute though a management letter issued separately for remedial/
corrective action.

V. Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the
Balance Sheet, the Income and Expenditure Account and Receipt and Payment Account

dealt with by this report are in agreement with the books of accounts.

vi. In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations
given to us, the said financial statements, read together with the Accounting Policies and

Notes on Accounts, and subject to the significant matters stated above and other
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matters mentioned in the Annexure to this Audit Report, give a true and fair view in

conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in India:

Naturopathy, Pune as at 31 March 2016; and

(b) In so far as it relates to the Income and Expenditure
(c) Account, of the surplus, for the year ended on that
